We require 
a live signature on our waiver form. We appreciate your understanding of this requirement.

For bears using Firstgiving, donations made on your Firstgiving page through March 10, 2010 will be 
noted on your Registration form. Feel free to bring a copy of your page to registration and donations made 
after March 10 will be accepted.  SODE will continue to monitor all Firstgiving pages in the months 
following the Plunge to ensure you receive credit for all funds raised, and will mail incentive gifts as 
appropriate.
